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ALREADY HAS $75,000
TO HELP ARMENIANS

Rockefeller Foundation Leads
Donations to American Com-
mittee with $30,000.

The Rockefdler Foundation contributed $30,000
yeserday to the fund being raised to aid the Armenians
who are being driven from ther homes by the Turkish
Government. This brings the amount already collected up
t0$75,000.

In connection with its gppeal for funds to aid the
vidims of Turkish abuses isued on Monday, the
American Committee on Atrocities in Armenia, from its
offices at 70 Fifth Avenue, made public yesterday Ietters
recaived in New York within the lagt two or three days
detailing the reported misdeeds of the Turkish authorities
in ther treatment of the Armenians. In giving out the new
reports, Professor Samud T. Dutton of thecommittee said:

"Weassumethat alarge number of the Turkish people
are not unfriendly to the Armenians, in fact we know of
many specific ingances where individual Turks protested
againg the outrages, and American missonaries highly
eteem many of the Turks particularly of the higher dass.
Thismovement isdominated from thecentre.

Induded among the new detailsisalong letter from an
officer of Euphrates College, The American inditution at
Harput, which had 600 gudents before the present
per secutionsbegan.

American College Nearly Wiped Out.

"Approximatdy two-thirds of the girl pupils" he
says "and dxsevenths of the boys have been taken away
to deeth, exile, or Modem homes. Of our professors four
aregoneand threearelft.

"Professor Tenekgian, who was the Protesant
Azbaked and represmtative of the Americans with the
Government, was arreted on May 1. No charge was
made againg him, but the hair of his head, mugache and
beard was pulled out in a vain effort to secure damaging
confessons He was garved and hung by the arms for a
day and anight and wassever dy beaten several times.

About June 20 he was taken out toward Diarbekir
and murdered in agenera massacreon theroad.

"Professor Natigian who had dudied a Ann
Arbor, was arreted about June 5 and shared
Professor Tenekgian'sfateon theroad.

" Professor Vorperian, a Princeton man, wastaken
to see a man beaten aimog to desth and became
deranged. He garted into exile under guard with his
family, about July 5 and was murdered beyond
Malatia.

"Professor Bogjicanian, an Edinburgh graduate,
was arresed with Professor Tenekgian, suffered the
same tortures, and in addition had three finger nails
pulled out by the roots, and was killed in the same
massacre

" Of the male indructors four werekilled on the
road in various massacres, and three who have not
ben heard from probably suffered the same fate
Two are dck in the American Hogpital; one is in
hiding, andtwoarefree

" Of thefemaleingructorsoneisreported killed in
Chunkoosh, one reported taken to a Turkish harem;
three have nat been heard from; four cothers darted
out intoexile andten arefree

" Of the Armenian people as a whole we may put
an edimate that three-fourths are gone, and that this
three-fourthsindudetheleadersin every walk of life"

Charles R. Crang Treasurer of the Committeg,
has jud received the following communication from
the Sate Department:

“In reply to the tdegram snt to the American
Ambassador at Congtantinople at your request on Sept. 22,
inquiring whether he could advantageoudy use $50,000 or
$100,000 at the presmt time for the reief of Armenians in
Turkey, the Department has received a tdegram from Mr.
Morgenthau, dated Sept. 24, in which he gates that he could
mos advantageoudy use $100000 for the purpos
mentioned; and that while such a aum, carefully
adminigered, would makeagood dart, it would not suffice

The Ambassador gates that the money received would
be digributed through missonaries a Konitsa, Adana,
Tarsus and Oufa, and through the American Conall at
Aleppo, and that the condition at presnt is smply
appalling” Mr. Morgenthau dosss his tdegram as fadlows
"l imploremy friendstodothdr utmog toassg liberally."
